Now unfortunately, .one cennot change thesa over as the cams
are dilfferent, -the wopdr key belng in a different positlion. This
has to be fitted ao that the key 1s on the oppoeitse side of where the
cable connects to the lever arm. 4Also the cranklng of thie lever
should be-towards therback plste so that the run of the cabls is
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parallel to the back—plata..ﬂThs angle betwean the ceble and the brake
lever should bs leas than 93 when the brekea are off, sc that the
lever passes through the 90" positiom when being applied.
