I'd like to thank those people who have takon the time to put down some hints
for pasging on to the rest of us. Ewan Harrds hes hed overhecting troubles with his
Fl tourer (end that is the only Mi{ model with a fan]) Owver tho years he's tried
cleaning out the rad and block with flushing compounds without much improvement. It
waos.when he loo%ed s% the alr pide of the radiator core that he noticed it Wwas covered
‘with on olly dust, vhich wans clesned off in a sarase bath of trichlorcthyvlene or
similar degressing [luid.

The othor day T had a curiovs expeplence. We were nll seb to take tho ND aond
the Allinghem to tne Jrooklands reunion, and had got the cars oubt of the garage, but
when we wen® to go, thc WD wouldn't turn over. It waa unmoveable on the starter,
go we ted to push it along the road to get it to turn and witk 3 or us pushing could
get it to turn over, hut very Jerkily.. Diserotion won the lay and we left the HD.

On stripping it down tho next day we fourn' pheapher “ronse or copper sodiment all -~
over tlis cam stands end cylinder heed. TFrom this T reckoned thab one of the
phosphor bronze ariving gears had broken end hammod, ejither the oll pump gear or the
water pump gear. So the dynamo had to come out, and when I put it on the bench, found
that 1t was solid. So T iook off tlic cover plate to fimd thai all the copper .
windinge had come spart erd had been chewed up. They hed droppod to the bottom and
gradually been chewed up so fine that they had come out via the bottom bemel and
hence b-on circulating with the cngine oil, This must have been going on for some time
and hed siezed finally when the bottum.ball bearing of tho dynamo had become full of

copper windings.

Brian Fogg follows up tho noto I nade adSout the oll housing being scaled under
the vortifal drive. B8rian had the dreaded leak ard despite a rebullt pinion, 1lip seal
etc., oll ptill came out. One day with the rocker cover off oil was scen spurting
up from the front drair pipe. Brian pube this down io oresawrigation of the oil drain
pipo heczuse is discharges rizht by tho oll pump/distribator gear. Henmse if the oil
hole from the head is roduced 3rian reckons that the vertical drive housing becomes
pressurisod and so foreocs oil out of the anmilus by the vertical drive fork, but
only if the cork socal in tho bottom of the housing is not alr tight as well.es oil
tight. Also his lesk stopped when the 'Blower! ship with reduced hole was roplaced
with a normal shinm with standard sized hole. This ia very interosting, and being
one of the major nrobleas with our cars, needs resolving; so please can we hear from
gny of you who con add edy further information to what we clriady have.
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John Seymor-Howell send us the following valuable information about chasels
reatora-ion. The standard words of wisden on this subjeet are those of Wheatley
and Morgan in their book 'Testoration of Vintage and Thoroughbred Cars', but a few
pointd applicable to our cars are worth making.

Afber a severe front ond impact, cracks that are not obvious may be found in the
front engine mounting cross tube at the cutaway in the centre casting, amd at the
ond flanzes around the bolt holes. Equally, I have found cracks in the bolt lugs
of the front spring trunnion boxes and even a commletely fractured front spring
attachment pin which only showed up months after the shunt, by working itself half
way out after g long run.

Providing you have a strong cnough garage and a good deal of desparation, it
is surprising how much side member disbortion can be corrected in the vertical plane
with the nid of an ordinary serew jack and some hefty baulks of timber. The general
principle is to rest the chassis on odfe against the wall with awooeden block placed
on either side of the maximum bow, at which point should be driven in tightly fitting
block between the flanges of the side member, to prevent s tendancy to collapsc
durins the next stage. Then apply the nack to this point, supporting its base with
g substantial fimber in contaect with the opposite wall., HNow jack away, progressively,
until either the garsge collapses or until the bow has disappeared. A good deal of
overbend nust be achieved in order to overcome the natural spring of tho side
metber beforo a pormanent doflection sceurs. I heve corrected a .80 inch vow by this
method, which is equally applicable to distortions in tho horizontal plsne. However,
don't forget that, in this eace, attenpts to straighten one side menber by jacking
against the other will probably get you nowhore as the reastion will nrabably
introduce a distortion whore nonc existed before. Aluways react the Jack against
some external sirons point, not on the chassis itself (except when correeting
parallelogram disbortion, when you shouwld jack diagonally, along the lesser of the
two offending diagonals).

Rear spring trunnion housings are usually well worn and if the result of fltting
new bronze trunnions is an undenisblc sloppy engineering job, not is the time to
reatore the sitetion for another forty odd years by amputating the cross tube ends
and fitting new ones. Sketches can be suprlied on request.

‘Front gsoring hangers are attached by one long 5/16 dlamoter rivet and a 5/16
bolt through the web of the side member. Either or both may be sloppy ard no
novenent at this position should be allowed. The first problen in reworkling this
attachment is ususlly to extract the rivet without spoiling %he hole in the casting
(I might add thst the cnuse of a loose spring hanger is that the holes in the chasais
flangea have become cnlorged due to road shocks. No amount of hgmmering the rivet ir
an alrendy slack joint will glve angtuing but s bomporary inprovement) Firstly,
centro punch the lower head of the rivet and drill 19/64 dla. o the depteh of the
head. Insert & suibable spigot and break off the rivet head. loke sure tnat the
reraining drill point is concentric with the rivet dismeter and contimue drilling
3/16 dim. into the lower end of the rivet for about 3 inch, Insert a pin ponch and
drive out, The point of this exe-eisc is that the rivet was originally inserted lnto
tho lower cheasis flange First (complete with tapered washer) and the rivet 'tail!
appearing through the upper flange was then Tormed by machine, This sometimes gave
a formed noad that was not concetric with the hole and walse oxpanded the rivet
ghank locally to a point where it 1s practically impossible %o drive it out from
the top., Attempts to drill the rivet out may spoil the casting. Now get the rivet
holes in the chassis welded up (together with any cother redurdant holes). FExamine -
the hole in the casting and check for Bell mouthing at its upper end, with the bolt
that you will eventually use to replace the rivet. If tho hole is uneatlsfactory,
bush it. Mark off the reguired hole position in tho top flange, drill and rean to
gize. Try the fit of the castineg using the bolt through this hole, which should
regult in tha casting fitting smugly against the web of thc side member. TNow
insert a sulfaleo short slceve or bush into the cesting hole and drill through the
lowar flange nging bhe sleeve as 2 guide. Open up and finish ream through the whole
joint, Temporarily bolt up (using the original tapcred washer) and turn yoor
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attention to the remaining hole through the web. This will be oversize «nd pi:ahe-blj
misaligned. [ile out the discrepency and »eam to the next standzrd oversise for e
new bolt (i} is a 1ikely aime),

Having just read Phil's obsexvotions 2bout leose King Pins (Infoletter 33)
I would comment that you'dcn't have to find ancther axle. I hed the same problem
with enlarged axle eye ends 2nd overcame it by xeaming them 3/.2 oversize and
pressing in a steel. bush with « 2 to 3 thou. interference fit. The bore of the
bughes will be reduced by 2 thou or so 2fter pressing in so if the buahes are made
8 close sliding fit on the king piuns before inmtallation, this will result in a
slight recioing or lapying allowance o achicve a ¢lose {it on imstalletion, King
Ping on the P type ore nominelly # diaupter, bt they do vexry by a thou or so, ond
it is therafore advissable to finzlly size the bushes holes by lapping to suit the
actual king pin you intend to ingbcll xather than rslying on 2 !standa¥d! reamer io
give the right snswezr.'

Herr Fork, the German driver, waa the identical oxxr with which Huvol..n won the
RiC Tourist Trophy in Ulster last yesz, :

¥hile the Fi .tz had to be reckoned with bec.use of the sheet weight of their
nuabers, the wost deadly -dversery of the G te .m was Toruffi in the last word in
Maserati racers. A magnificent driver, he i.d, it wos whispered; a ocax with a
phenouinel performance. Weighing only 15 cwt, and fitted with the same brokes as the
3 litre model, it was tuned to-give the last ounce ol »over. All exvund the course
gn.res vers waitins for him chould anything go wrong, vhexens the MG ¢ure had to oarzy
with them a1l the spores and toole they were likely to reauire. The  uestion was,
could the Fhserati stsy the conrse?

A plan of cempaiyn w. s decided upon. Iurani and Penn Hughes, in the first M5
to start, were to keep going steadily but fes®, taluing no chances, welting to take
up the gage should either of their team-mates fall by the.wayside.
